A FAMOUS AUTHftR.
Daniel Defoe was endowed by nature

with an extraordinary literary genius, and
many of his writings are masterpieces of
English letters Nature must have been
in a riot of fruition to give to EcBllsh
literature Swift and Defoe in the same
generation. The Charleston Newa and
Courier, In a pabttltig remark on the au-
thor of "Robinson Crusoe," has this to
say.

Defoe !s described us a "master of
deception," and evidently possessed a
highly developed sense of what In
these piping times Is known as "yel-
low Journalism." When alarm was oc-
casioned in England bv Ihe report that
the plague was spreading In France.
Defoe promptly published a "Journal
of the Plague," In which he described
his personal experiences as a grown
man during tbe plague of 1665, al-
though, in reality, he was only about
4 years old In 1665 Defoe it is said,
also wrote a detailed account as an
eyewitness of the destruction of the
Island of St Vincent by earthquake
and volcano, wnich attracted much
attention, although, as a matter
of fact, he had not been within miles
of the catastrophe It I=i Interesting,
however to note that many of his
descriptions of that terrible event tally
with the accounts of the more recent
destruction of Mont Pelee, notably tne
falling of the cinders on ships at sea

Defoe was a consummate master of the
quality of verisimilitude, and In that re-
spect Swift himself was scarce his su-
perior He v, rote the "Memoirs of a
Cavalier," and in no authentic history
can you flnd so vivid a picture of "The
Thirty Year-,' War" on the continent, and
the military operations of the struggle
between king and parliament In England
The 'flist William Pitt, the great Lord
Chatham, held it to be veritable history,
and worse histories Have been written
of that mighty and momentous conflict
than this romance of Defoe

It Is wonderful that Sir Walter Scott,
who was never on the scene, wrote the
opening chapters of "Count Kobert or
Paris, ' but It Is equally wonderful that
Defoe wrote that rather risque narrative,
"The Life of Colonel Jack ' Unfor-
tunateU, some of Defoe s works are tmnt
for the joung to read or the old, Cither,
unless their llterar> taste Is so admirable
as to separate the Inimitable style of the
author fron his coarse suggestion

Defoe could not have written 'A Tale
of a Tub, ' only Swift had the genius for
that So, also, IB Gulliver a far greater
production than Crusoe, but Swift himself
could not have written the ' Memoirs of
a Ca\alter' or 'Captain Carlton Only
Defoe could have produced them

For centuries there was a bitter con-
flict in England between prerogative and
liberty Hence Magna Charta, hence the
bill of rights, hence the act of settlement,
and the happy condition now prevails
when the subject has the largest liberty
consistent with public order and the crown
Is stripped of every flow er of privilege
unnecessary to the reign of law

Our government Is an offshoot of the
British sjstem, founded upon it. and
heie too, has continuously waged a wai
between rights and duties between equa'-
Ity and privilege The doctrine once was
that that government vs best that governs
least But a new ev angel is now preach-
ed, and if we should jud?e by the sumptu-
ary laws of the States jnd the meddling
statutes of the Federal establishment, we
must conclude that the American people
are convinced that the government whlr'i
governs most Is the best
